COURSE CONDITION 
The course condition answer phone is available to organisers and members of 
your party and they are advised to telephone on the morning of your reservation 
to check the condition of the course and if trolleys and single person buggies are 
allowed.

TEE RESERVATIONS 
The society start point is the 1st tee using yellow markers (gentlemen) and red 
markers (ladies). However, in certain circumstances it is possible that your party 
can be split between 3 start points - 1st, 13th, and 7th. Under normal 
circumstances tee reservation times commence at 8.00am until 2.30pm. 
 
Whilst every effort will be made to ensure that Societies tee off at the requested 
time, from the appropriate tee, this cannot always be guaranteed.
